Regular activities promote the five key skills for reading and writing: learning the

letter sounds, letter formation, blending, segmenting and learning to read and write
the tricky words.

Steps 2 and 3

Weekly units cover key topics such as Alternatives, Handwriting, Tricky Words and
Words and Sentences.

Daily practice of the letter sounds, blending and segmenting ensure that no one is
left behind.

Regular lessons introduce and revise the main alternative vowel spellings, capital
letters, alphabet and new tricky words. Step 3 introduces <ph>, soft <c>, soft <g>, and
the /air/ spellings.

Guided writing and reading comprehension activities for every unit introduce basic
sentence structure and reading for meaning.

Detailed timetables outline the scope and sequence of the programme, alongside
comprehensive guidance on how to teach the four topics in each Step.
